FSAACA Fly-In Event Weekend Campout and Activity

Situation:
The EAA chapter in whose building the Suwannee Valley Composite Squadron (SVCS) meets, is hosting a fly-in event for FSAACA (Florida Sports and Antique Aircraft Association).  They have asked for assistance from the U.S. Civil Air Patrol regarding flight line marshalling and parking detail.  This will take place starting Friday afternoon, 17 August 2007 through Sunday afternoon 19 August 2007.  This event is open to all units in Group 2, Florida Wing, as well as others throughout the Wing.

Mission:

The Mission is two-fold.  First-to support the EAA in their fly-in event.  To this end, CAP personnel will be conducting flight-line marshalling and parking detail.  The second mission is to conduct training in UDF and Flight Line Marshalling as the schedule permits.  The Staff - consisting of Officers and Cadets from Group 2, Florida Wing, will be conducting a program designed to enhance the flight line qualifications and UDF training capabilities of Group 2.  The staff will form cadets from the various squadrons into elements for the duration of this activity, and cadet staff will be assigned to the various elements and/or flights.

Execution:
The staff will create and implement an operations schedule designed to cover the primary mission as well as a training schedule with exercises designed to improve the skills and knowledge of flight line operations and UDF team tactics and searches.  Multiple practice searches may be conducted throughout the weekend.

Command elements should report to the FBO at the Suwannee County Airport no later than 1600 hours on Friday, 17 August.  The airport is located at 13302 80th Terrace, Live Oak, Florida 32060.

Participants should arrive and check-in starting at 1800 hours on Friday, 17 August.  All participants should arrive prior to 2000 hours.  Alternate arrival times should be discussed with the Incident Commander or his assistant prior to that weekend.  Ideally, any check-ins on Saturday morning should be kept at a minimum as there will be heavy flight activity during this time.  Programs will begin upon arrival and will continue until approximately 1400 hours on Sunday when all aircraft have departed the airport.  Early departure should also be discussed with the Ground Branch Director or his assistant prior to that weekend.

All participants must be current in their CAP membership to attend.  Two (2) copies of CAPF 60, Florida Wing Form 500 (Cadet Activity) and current 101 card must be presented at time of check-in.  Minimum requirements for grade are the Curry Achievement for cadets and Level 1/CPPT for officers, and the minimum requirements for Emergency Services is having passed CAPT 116, General Emergency Services.  Other skills such as CAPT 117 (ES Continuing Education Exam), Ground Team, and Flight Line qualifications is preferred, but not necessary.  All cadets will be under the authority of the Ground Branch Director throughout the activity and are expected to comply with the Cadet Oath and the Cadet Honor Code.  Officers and Cadets over the age of 18 must have completed the CPPT training in order to attend.  All POV’s or corporate vehicles will be registered at the time of arrival.

Support:

The EAA will provide camping facilities, some messing, meeting facilities and shelter in case of rain.  In addition, the FBO may be open for restroom use as well.  Individuals and squadrons will provide camping equipment according to their needs.

General Information


The Staff-consisting of Senior Officers and Cadets from Group 2 and Florida Wing, will conduct a program designed to enhance the understanding and execution of Flight Line Operations, Ground Team Operations and Urban Direction Finding Operations.  The presence of aircraft on a moderate scale is believed to enhance the operational effectiveness and realism of the training.  In addition, the fly-in presents the opportunity for a real mission from one of the attending aircraft.  There will be an on-site qualified Incident Commander should a real mission arise.  Theoretically, this event will be smaller than, but good practice for, the annual Sun-N-Fun event in Lakeland.  In preparation for this, a Ground Team Leader and search staff will be assigned to be “on-call”.  The staff will form cadets from the various squadrons into elements and flights for the duration of the event.  The activity will be conducted under the provisions of CAPP3 (Guide to CAP  Protocol), CAPR 52-10 (Cadet Protection Program), CAPR 52-16 (Cadet Program Management), CAP Flightline Reference Test and CAP-R 900-5  (CAP Insurance Benefits Program).

Activities:
Activities include flight line marshalling, car/vehicle parking, Urban Direction Training, PT, team sports, CQ duty and some communications practice.

Arrival:

Arrival NET 1400 hours and NLT 2000 hours on Friday, 17 August 2007.  Check in will be at the FBO.  After check-in, participants will be directed to the appropriate area for tent-set up.

Cadet Honor Code:
Cadets are responsible for behaving in a manner reflecting credit upon themselves and upon the Civil Air Patrol.  All cadets must remain on the airport property unless participating in a Senior Officer directed and GBD-approved activity.  Misconduct may subject a cadet to dismissal from the activity, and the respective squadron commander notified.

Cost:
The cost for this weekend is $10.00 for each cadet and officer.  All meals and activities are included.  There is no discount for attending a partial weekend.

Departure:
Participants will be dismissed from the out-processing area at the FBO when clean-up is complete.  This will be as soon as possible when most or all of the aircraft have departed.  Anticipated time is approximately 1400 hours.  Early departure is authorized if necessary by the Ground Branch Director or his designee.

Devotional Services:  A devotional service is planned for Sunday morning.

Equipment:
An equipment list is attached.  However, a 72-hour pack (less food) should provide all necessary items for this weekend.

Emergency Contact Numbers:
Contacts during the activity will be Lt. Mark Sweitzer (386) 984-6062, Lt. Cindy Sweitzer (386) 984-0282, or Lt-Col Fred Swearingen (352) 316-4390.  These cell phones should be answered, activities permitting.  If there is no answer at one number, leave a message, or try an alternate number.

Hydration:
Florida in August can be very hot and humid.  Participants must bring a hydration system of some kind.  Web gear with canteens or camelbacks are the preferred method.  Water will be available for refilling inside the EAA hangar and the FBO at all times.

Media Relations:
The Public Affairs section will prepare and distribute news releases to local news media and to the CAP news outlets.   Print and/or video news crews may be in attendance.

 Medical:
This activity should not be physically vigorous, but the heat and humidity will be something to watch out for.  There will be a Medical Officer on duty, and the local EMS has a station on the airport grounds—a half mile from the activity.

Parents/guardians must note all prescriptions or over-the-counter medications their child will use, as well as any physical or medical condition which may require monitoring by the medical officer.  These must be noted on the CAPF 60 or FLWG Form 500.  All medications must be identified to the medical officer while in processing.

Sunburn and dehydration are the two issues to be aware of for this activity.  Sunscreen of some kind is mandatory, along with a hydration system.  An athletic (water/sweat-proof) sunscreen is recommended.  The area is mostly open field-(typical of most airports), but shelter inside an air-conditioned building is available for those who become overheated.  Insect repellant is also recommended.

Messing:

Participants should eat a late lunch/early dinner prior to arrival.  Meals will be provided as follows:  A snack will be available Friday night.  Three meals (breakfast, lunch, dinner) will be provided on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  The cost of the meals is included in the registration costs.  Other snack items may be available at other times.

Minimum Requirements:
All participants must be current CAP members (Curry Achievement for Cadets and Level 1 for Officers).  Membership cards, Form 500’s, CAPF 60’s and 101 cards must be presented at time of check-in.  Minimum ES qualifications must be completion of the 116 and and preferably the 117 online tests.  Additional qualifications are desired, but not necessary.  Qualified Flight Line/Urban Direction Find personnel who have completed the Skills Evaluator Test may be considered for instructional duties.

Personal Communications Devices:
A limited number of 2-way radios will be issued to staff in key positions-based upon activities and safety.   Cadet participants should not bring personal cell phones, blackberries, laptops, etc.  They should be left at home, locked in the car or turned in at the time of registration.  Cadet Staff may be permitted to use personal communications devices depending upon need.  All cell phones remaining in Senior Officer or Cadet Staff possession will have the numbers recorded and passed out to other staff members.  CAP is not responsible for loss and/or damage to any personal communications devices.

Registration:
The names of all Cadets and Senior Officer participants should be forwarded via e-mail to Lt. Mark Sweitzer no later than Sunday, 12 August 2007.  E-mail address is:  msweitzercap@hotmail.com  Please put Fly-in Registration as the subject line.  Unit commanders may send in their unit’s attendees en masse if desired.

Airport Activity:
Besides being the location of the fly-in, the Suwannee County Airport will continue to operate as an active airport.  Care should be taken to ensure safety at all times.  Personnel generally should not be on the designated flight-line unless engaged in flight-line operations.  Use of the FBO after check-in should be kept to a minimum as to not disrupt normal flight operations.

Transportation:
Transportation to and from this activity is a squadron/personal responsibility.  Qualified pilots are permitted to fly their personal aircraft in to this event.  No CAP planes are expected to be part of this activity.

Uniform:

The uniform for the weekend will be BDU’s.  Due to the heat and humidity, please make sure you have adequate changes of clothing and uniforms.  PT clothing is appropriate for morning PT.  Blues will not be needed.  There is an out-door shower available for use.  It is cold-water only.  It is recommended to bring a bathing suit for use in the shower.  It is enclosed by a privacy screen.

Vehicles:

All privately-owned vehicles and corporate vehicles remaining on site will be registered upon arrival.  A designated location will be chosen to park all CAP vehicles away from the camping location.  Other than loading/unloading, all vehicles will remain outside the designated operations area (inside the fence).

The following items should be brought to this event:

1. Current CAP membership card

2. CAPForm 60’s—two copies

3. FLWG Form 500-Cadet Activity Application

4. Two complete BDU uniform sets-including belt and buckle

5. PT uniform-FLWG  official PT uniform (CAP distinctive shirt—i.e. squadron or DDR t-shirt, blue/white or gray shorts, white socks and running shoes)  If no CAP distinctive shirt is available, a plain brown or black t-shirt is acceptable. 

6. One pair boots

7. One pair sneakers-for PT.  Also-for walking around at night and avoiding sand-spurs

8. Camping equipment

a. tent

b. sleeping bag

c. pillow

d. other tent gear as needed

9. Rain gear

10. Canteen and/or camelback hydration system

11. Personal hygiene items like toothbrush, tooth paste, soap, mouthwash, etc.

a. toothbrush

b. toothpaste


c. soap

d. mouthwash

e. bathing suit for use in the cold-water shower—along with soap and towel

12. Personal safety supplies

a. sun screen

b. insect repellant

c. lip balm

13. Personal grooming supplies—comb, brush, shoe polish, etc.

a. comb

b. brush

c. shoe polish

14. Flashlight—preferably with red lens.

15. Writing supplies—note pad, pen or pencil

16. Change of socks and underclothing

17. Sunglasses

18. SQTR’s for Flight Line Marshalling, or UDF (what you want signed)

19. Safety vests and goggles

20. Desire to learn and have fun

The following items are optional to bring:

1. Sports equipment—i.e. Frisbee, soccer ball, etc.
